2005-06 was a unique year for Disaster Services.  Not only did the Red Cross respond to local needs, as we typically do, the unprecedented Hurricane season of 2005 stretched all relief providers to the limit.  Clark County Chapter provided assistance to clients that had evacuated the storm-ravaged Gulf Coast, as well as deploying over 100 volunteers to that area to assist with Mass Care and Client Service needs.

121 Disaster Services Human Resources (DSHR) personnel deployed to five states in service areas such as Shelter Operations, Disaster Mental Health Services, Client Services, Security, Disaster Assessment and Disaster Health Services.  Most were deployed for 2-3 weeks.  Several volunteers went on multiple deployments.

Additionally, 84 Disaster Services classes were held, providing certification to 663 people in courses such as Mass Care, Family Services, Disaster Health Services.  13 people became qualified as new Disaster Instructors by completing the Disaster Instructor Specialty Training program.

Health & Safety Education

The Clark County Chapter provides Health & Safety training throughout our community, preparing our neighbors to face injury, illness and the knowledge to prevent loss of life and accidents.  

In the 2005-2006 FY, over 4927 students participated in Red Cross classes provided through the Clark County Chapter.

One staff member and two volunteers are trained in International Messaging to further the Chapter’s ability to assist in messaging and tracing on the international scene.

Biomedical Services – Blood

Biomedical Services provides critically needed blood to the nation’s health care industry.  Nationally, 25,000 donors are needed daily to keep a 10-day inventory in stock.  

In FY 2005-06, 3065 people donated blood in Clark County at either the Chapter fixed site or at one of the 73 bloodmobile sites.  This number was 76.7% of all people that signed in and offered to share the gift of life.
